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Nitrogen Tank Maintenance
As we are in the midst of breeding season, we want to protect our investments that we have in our tank.
The foll owing is part of an article AProtect you
Michael Fisher who is a Golden Plains Area Livestock Extension Agent.

To protect this investment, it is important to understand the tank that the semen straws are stored in. A lot of pabple look
the semen tank and see one tank. In reality, you are looking at a pair of tanks, one inside of the other. The inaegpsenelets
from the neck of the outer shell and the two tanks are sealed together at the neck. This creates a vacuum betweelsthe two she
which provides an insulator factor to the tank. Rough handling, heavy impacts, carrying the tank by the neck or swiaging the
can all cause fractures in the seal between the two tanks. This can release the vacuum and significantly reduceghlattagk’s in
ability. When this happens, the tank's liquid nitrogen will evaporate quickly and the tank will quickly lose its coalingliafting
or even eliminating storage capabilities. An indication that this condition may exist is the accumulation of frost aiftheuop
semen tank.

It is very important to select a good place to locate your tank. It should be inlé pleite where you will be able to make
routine, visual inspections. Yet, the tank should not be kept in direct sunlight. The sun's power can cause thernwishuctibneti
tank and lead to failure. Another storage factor is that the tank needs to be in a dvgntileited location. The metal thatur tank
is made of can react with moisture and have a corrosive effect on your tank, leading to a loss of vacuum and a tamiefilure.
fore, it is highly recommended that the semen tank be stored in an elevated location on wood. Never leave a semandank sittin
cement.

Semen storage is all about temperature regulation. Thermal injury is permanent and can happen in a matter of seconds.
When transferring straws to or from a semen tank one needs to be careful to ensure that it is done quickly and thraestered se
mains frozen. Therefore, it is critical that the semen tank be maintained with the appropriate amount of liquid nitrogpeodan
assume that the temperature inside of the tank is a constant, but this is not the case. In 1974, Richard Saacke'sweddhech sh
Al industry that there is great temperature variability within a semen tank. At the liquid nitrogen level, the tempexbdutems
nus 320 degrees F. However, at the tank's opening, the temperature may be as high as 54 degrees F. So, over thewourse of a f
inches, we see nearly a 375 degree rise in temperature. When the temperature of the stored sperm rises above mina$5112 degree
ice crystals in the straw become unstable and can cause thermal damage to the sperm. In Saacke's research, it wdsishown that
critical temperature, in a properly filled semen tank, occurred at a point near 3 inches from the top of the tank's aeak.ddow
liquid nitrogen evaporates from the tank, there is an increased potential for this critical temperature to be reachetiddesek.i
Therefore, it is important that we always maintain the appropriate level of liquid nitrogen in our semen tanks.

While the obvious technigue for maintaining the liquid nitrogen level is to monitor the level and refill with liquid nitrogen
when needed, there are a couple of other management items that will help. Make sure that the lid of your tank is peajserty sea
that you do not have it open for any longer than is absolutely necessary. This will cut down on evaporation time. Afso; when
chasing a semen tank, consider buying a tank with a narrow neck. The wider necks may make it easier to select stramddrom the
ing canes; however, it also gives a larger escape hatch for evaporating nitrogen. A smaller neck will help to restfithaoese o
cape and also limits the diameter of the "warm zone" in the neck of the tank.

Another important tool in tank management is to maintain a semen tank log. Many producers will do this on a clipboard the
hangs on the wall above where they keep their tank. Others will tie a notebook directly to one of the handles on tleddgnk. Th
should keep a record of several items. First, report the dates when you visually inspect your tank, as well as whategu obser
Writing these dates down should help remind you to routinely check the tank. Secondly, keep a record of when you tzoee to repl
liquid nitrogen in your tank. This will help to keep you aware of how well your semen tank is maintaining its coolingtiepabil
Finally, keep a running inventory of what semen straws you have stored in the tank and their location in the tankh&bigyouill
to more readily locate the desired straw, limiting the time that the lid is open and the time that various straws dtre Heldrim
zone" of the tank's neck, while you are hunting for the "chosen one."

Chevre with Olive Tapenade
2 cloves garlic (more or less to taste)
Y4 cup fresh parsley (optioniabut nice if you have it)
1/3 cup pine nuts
% to 1 cup green salad olives (with pimientos)
% to 1 cup pitted black olives
1-2 Thls. capers
2 Thls. Red wine vinegar
1/3 cup EV Olive OiIl
Black or mix pepper, freshly ground
1 baguette (or focaccia or bland crackers of your choice)
Fresh, tangy Chevre, frozen in 4 oz. balks local as you can get it or if you have your own, even better!
